Tackling Green Workshop:
Our emphasis during this workshop will be on the ins-and-outs of really identifying green
in the landscape and how to mix/apply your paint to match what you see. There is more
to green than meets the eye — simple exercises combined with principles of light and how
it impacts green will be demonstrated. I will paint for you; then you will apply newly
discovered insights while painting en plen air.

Tackling Architecture Workshop:
Some painters love capturing architecture, still others avoid it because it seems to difficult.
Learn ways of painting any kind of architecture whether a fence or huge buildings in
perspective by eye, how select and compose your subject for maximum visual impact, how
color and light can make or break your painting, and more. I will demonstrate; then you
can choose from among hundreds of architectural scenes to paint from.

Painting Surface:

  Acrylic & Oil painters . . . 1-2 primed & stretched canvas’, linen
or boards in size(s) 6x8 to 12x16

  Pastel painters . . . . . . . . Paper or prepared board & support
  Watercolor painters . . . . Paper or prepared board & support

Brushes: (for wet-media painters)

  Bring a selection of styles/sizes of brushes,
including a larger brush or two, and filberts

  Additionally, bring a few used brushes

Pastels: (for pastel painters)
  Collection of soft pastel colors...don’t forget
the landscape set! Try to include some colors
that best match the “Painting Colors” section.

Drawing supplies (optional):
  Vine charcoal, pencils, etc. for sketching 

     and/or roughing-in paintings
  Drawing tablet or paper for sketching/notes
  Kneaded eraser

  Staple gun if stretching canvas
